She is now a member of the Rotary Satellite Club of
Stone Mountain Passport where she serves as Treasurer. She is a
Major Donor, Bequest Society member and is very honored to
have been named District Rotarian of the Year in 2008 and as
recipient of the Distinguished Service Award from The Rotary
Foundation.

Margie served as District Governor in 2011-12 and District Rotary
Foundation Chair for 2016-2019. She has also served as District
Trainer for three Governors and as President of The CART Fund
(Coins for Alzheimer’s Research Trust). She served as the District
