President Donna Turner. From the start, Steve actively embraced
leadership roles, including serving as Club Treasurer, Club Vice
President, GRSP Host Family, and participating in various
committees and service projects. In 2020–2021, Steve led the
club as President, steering it through a challenging pandemic
year by innovating meeting formats and achieving a 254%
growth in Foundation giving. His leadership then continued as an
Assistant Governor under District Governors George Granade
and Andre Marria.

Steve has an exemplary career combining military and corporate
leadership. A graduate of the United States Naval Academy with
a degree in Physical Sciences (1987), he served in the U.S.
Marine Corps as an Aircraft Maintenance Officer, Gulf War
veteran, and ultimately retired as a Major in the Marine Corps
Reserve. He earned his MBA from Georgia State University
(1998) before transitioning into a distinguished corporate career,
